The South Hall Complex is located
within what is referred to as the
Pollock Halls Campus of Edinburgh
University. Pollock Halls are
located on the south east of the
city centre, with good public
transport, walking and cycling
links to the University’s main sites
and the city’s main transport
hubs.

The nearest railway line is at
Waverley Station in the city
centre.
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The main pedestrian access to
Pollock Halls is from Holyrood
Park Road.

Bus stops on Dalkeith Road are
approximately 150 yards from the
main entrance.
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
